Victims of Stalking Survey

The charity and campaigning organisation Protection Against Stalking, supported by Napo, is currently carrying out a parliamentary campaign the aim of which is to secure stalking law reform, training for criminal justice professionals and better treatment for victims.  As part of this campaign PAS is carrying out an online survey into the experiences of victims of stalking and harassment behaviour.

I would be extremely grateful if you would consider putting this information round Unison members as I am sure that hundreds of female members will have been harassed or stalked and your cooperation would be greatly appreciated.

Stalking is broadly defined as unwanted, frightening, sinister behaviour over a significant period of time.  It causes severe stress to the victim and can be either real life or cyber stalking or a combination of both.  The figures show that 80% of victims of stalking are women and the same percentage of perpetrators are male.

Last year there were about 120,000 incidents of stalking recorded by the British Crime Survey.  Of those about 50% are recorded by the police as crimes.  Very few receive a custodial sentence, just 2%; around 10% receive a fine, discharge or community order and the rest appear not to be proceeded with.  

Cooperation with the survey will be greatly appreciated and will assist an independent People’s Inquiry into Stalking Law Reform, which is currently being carried out in Parliament run by Elfyn Llwyd, who is Chair of the Justice Unions’ Parliamentary Group.
